
Buses:
Go down Martin Luther King, Jr. Drive 
past the Capitol, past the old World of 
Coke and take the first left onto 
Pryor. There will be PTA signs on the 
sidewalk where they can unload 
passengers. 
After dropping off passengers turn left 
onto Mitchell Street. Washington 
Street runs in front of the Capitol; 
check for bus parking space on that 
block. If it looks good, circle the 
Capitol and park right there in front 
(across the street). If it’s full, turn left 
on Capitol Ave and go 5 blocks until 
you can turn left again on Edgewood.  
Take the next left onto Courtland.  
Courtland passes over Decatur Street 
and converts into Washington.  
Overflow buses can park on the 
bridge on the side of Courtland 
opposite from the Capitol.

From the North:
Take I-75/85 South to Exit 248A (Martin 
Luther King, Jr. Drive). 
Bear right onto Martin Luther King, Jr. 
Drive. The Capitol will be on the left.
From the South: 
Take I-75/85 North to Exit 245 (Capitol 
Avenue). At the bottom of the exit 
ramp, continue straight through the stop 
sign. At the first traffic light, turn left onto 
Hank Aaron Drive. The Capitol will be 
approximately one mile down on the left

From the East:
Take I-20 West to Exit 58A (Capitol Avenue). Turn 
right on Capitol Avenue. The Capitol will be 
approximately one mile down on the left.

From the West:
Take I-20 East to Exit 56B (Windsor St./Spring 
St./Stadium).  At the third light, turn left onto Central 
Avenue. Go to Mitchell Street and turn right.  The 
Capitol will be two blocks down on the left.
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Taking MARTA

From the North or South: Get off 
at Five Points Station and take the 
East Train to the next stop which is 
Georgia State

From the East or West: Get off at 
the Georgia State Station.  
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
