The “Cultural Resource Group” is a group of parents and caregivers who could be 
considered “cultural experts” for their native country, culture, and faith.  They are 
volunteering to make themselves available as resources to you in the event that 
you are teaching something about their country, culture, or faith and would like to 
have a little more first-hand experience to supplement your lesson.  For example, 
you might ask a volunteer to come to speak to your class about their country, to 
bring in cultural artifacts that support your lesson, or talk about particular 
observances or holidays.

They have agreed to be contacted 
by any of you should you want to have their help.  The database is available to 
you so that you can reach out to any of these volunteers for their help at any time 
during the year.
