This forum is strictly for the purposes of educating those in attendance about the participating cultures and faiths so 
that they can facilitate the understanding of those cultures/faiths at school and further everyone’s inclusion in school 
programs.  The goal of the summit is to educate our teachers, administrators, and PTA leaders about the cultures and 
faiths of the families that make up their school communities, thereby making them better liaisons between their 
communities and the school.   

We in the PTA’s Diversity Community know that understanding and acceptance are the keys to inclusion and peace.  I 
am excited about the opportunity this Cultural Summit will provide to further understanding, acceptance, and inclusion 
here in East Cobb.  Please join us to further our collective understanding and ensure that all our East Cobb 
communities are heard, understood, and included!
